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The exhibition Stairway to Heaven features abstract works that draw from the world of flora by
four artists who work with photography, video, and silkscreen. Their works present a stroll in a
magical visible and disappearing garden, while hindering and suspending the gaze - a journey into
a laboratory-garden where life and death intertwine with an air of uncertainty.

Every year, the Derfler Gallery in Musrara holds an exhibition connected in some way to the
oeuvre of photographer Morel Derfler. Morel's work focused predominantly on nature/culture/man
relationship, while exploring images in urban nature, local flora and more.
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An illustration exhibition focusing the space between things; this space at times connects and at
times separates things, themes, people, ideas, opinions, and neighbours. This space is often thought
of as “Lack of material” since it is resides between things that have assigned value. Is it indeed defined
by what borders it or is it the other way round? By pausing to observe this space we give it meaning
and turn the spotlight to its existence. A chosen group of illustrators took on the task of pausing,
observing and visualizing.

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1968 was one of the most tumultuous years in the second half of 20th century. Revolts and protests, led
mostly by students, erupted in 56 countries against the Vietnam war, dominant politics, and nuclear
weapons, and for civil and women’s rights. The introduction of television, radio, and proliferation of
photo magazines heightened the images of the period. Kubrick’s 2001: A Space Odyssey, The Graduate,
Rosemary’s Baby, and Planet of the Apes became trailblazers. Jimmy Hendrix, Aretha Franklin, Donna
Summer, and many others created a new kind of music. The musical Hair debuted on Broadway.
The signs of the times were also apparent in Israel after the Six Days’ War. The hijacked EI Al planes,
first broadcasts of Israeli Television, Israel Prizes to poet Alterman, sculpture Yitzhak Danziger, and
architect Idelson.

Marcelo Brodsky, an Argentinian artist and human rights activist, will present some of his most
important works from the series 1968 - Fire of Ideas.
